Discuss Agenda for November 3, 2011 Town Board meeting, which tentatively include the following items:

· Schedule Public Hearing on 2012 Town Budget for December 1, 2011

· Schedule Public Hearing on Dog Law Amendments, regarding unlicensed dogs, for December 8, 2011

The Dog Control ordinance was amended on September 15, 2011 to include a fine for unlicensed dogs.  The Department of State wrote back on October 3, 2011 saying our Local Law 1 of 2011 is already filed and cannot be amended.  We have to make a whole new law with the next number in sequential order.  The Town Board will schedule a Public Hearing at the November 3, 2011 Town Board meeting for December 8, 2011.
· Assessor-request approval of 2012 Mapping Agreement

Carole Long, Assessor, received a quote from MRB Group for the 2012 Tax Map maintenance contract.  The contract price has increased by $15.00 per month, from an annual fee of $4,620 to $4,800.  This is in the budget and will be approved at the November 3, 2011 Town Board meeting.
· Pound Ridge Land Conservancy request for use of Open Space Funds
The members of the Open Space Committee feel strongly about not purchasing a portion of land on Honey Hollow Road because it is across from the Reservation, there is a utility line running through it and parking is a problem.  They feel there are better parcels that can be purchased with the Open Space funds.  The rating was only 62/100 and that doesn’t show as a great piece of property.  The Pound Ridge Land Conservancy feels different and they are going to argue their point at out next Town Board meeting.  

Review/Discuss Agenda for the November 10, 2011 Town Board meeting, which tentatively includes the following items:

· Public Hearing on Local Law to allow the Town Board to override the New York State Imposed 2% Tax Cap
· Pay Bills

Other Discussions:

· Housing Board – proposed zoning amendments to Section 113-57 Standards for Senior Citizen Housing
A continuation of the discussion at last month’s Work Session another lengthy discussion took place between the Town Board and the Housing Board members regarding potential amendments to the special permit floating zone for senior citizen housing section of the zoning law.  We would modify that zoning to create mult-family housing to address the issues of the Housing Board as well as the issue of the Fair and Affordable Housing ordinance.  In the zoning ordinance, §113-57, the proposed amendments are to change the wording “senior citizen housing” to “mult-family housing”.  Section A. includes a sentence at the end saying “Town Board could consider issuing site plan approval, upon recommendation from the Planning Board.”  

Section B. would be added to say “Affordable Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing (AFFH).  Every Multi-family housing development shall have 10% of the total number o f units created as affordable AFFH units, but not less than one unit, pursuant to the provisions of the “Pound Ridge Affordable Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing Ordinance”.
There are suggestions for changes to the R-1A, R-2A and R-3A acreage.  Supervisor Warshauer had a formula that he used to show changes replacing the 20 acre requirement in R-1A to 2 acres; 10 acres in R-2A “Districts” and not less than 15 acres in the R-3A “Districts.”  Josina vander Maas also used a formula and is suggesting 2 acre requirement for R-1A; 4 acres in R-2A and 4- 6 acres in R-3A.  This was discussed in depth and another point was brought up regarding already existing structures and possibly dividing them.  This is another point that needs to be discussed separately.  Questions also came up regarding appropriate septic systems and infrastructure. This has to be taken into consideration with any multi-family building.  
Town Counsel asked what if anything does the Town Board plan to do in regard to SEQRA to adopt this overall matrix and amendment to the zoning law.  He feels the Town Board should maintain control of any particular project.  He said that Supervisor’s suggestion is a good one, however, there should be a time limit added to it.  Supervisor Warshauer said that there should definitely be an environmental and SEQRA review.  The Town Board could be lead agency and could, if they wanted to, take site plan approval with recommendations from the Planning Board.  
Other proposed changes are to take out the section that says all housing units shall be owner-occupied.  This will allow for rentals.  Another section that will be eliminated is the Priority List for occupancy of “senior citizen housing”.  
The draft ordinance will be further revised for continued discussion at the next Town Board work session.

· Noise Ordinance-resident’s request to consider amendments to the current law

Discussion on the proposed Noise Ordinance amendments continued with discussion of the new draft amendments which include adding wording to Section 5-Specific Limits: Responsibility of owner or lessee or possessor.  They are as follows:

Adding B.  Engage in or to conduct themselves in such a manner so as to disturb the peace of the neighborhood.  A specific prohibition is continuous noise of thirty minutes or more between the hours of 9:00 PM to 7:00 AM.

Adding C.  Make, cause to be made, permit the making of, any unnecessary or unusual noise or sound which annoys, injures or endangers the comfort, repose, health, safety, or welfare of a reasonable person of normal sensitivities.

Adding D.  Operate, cause to be operated or permit the operation of any instrument, device, loudspeaker, public-address system, horn, sound truck, or other sound amplification device (not including a burglar alarm or vehicular alarm), on site recreational or entertainment activities, the noise or sound from which annoys, injures or endangers the comfort, repose, health, safety or welfare or a reasonable person of normal sensitivities.  
There was general agreement of the proposed changes by those present.  This new draft will be circulated for discussion at a later Town Board Work Session.
· Special Event Permit Request for 2012 LiveStrong Bike/Run/Walk event

Supervisor Warshauer said that he will refer this application to Chief Ryan for his comments on this event before putting the matter on the Town Board agenda to consider granting the Special Event Permit.  There was question regarding the fact they there will be a fee collected for this event.  Usually our events are not-for-profit and the fees go back into the business district.  Another request from LiveStrong is for music.  This will have to be discussed as well.  Supervisor Warshauer also suggested that the Business Association and the Pound Ridge Partnership should be asked for their comments before the Special Event Permit is considered.  

*The Town Board called for an Executive Session.

Board Action:  Motion by Councilman Lyman, seconded by Councilman McConville, all voting aye to hold an Executive Session for a legal matter.  

The Town Board held an Executive Session and called for another Executive Session to follow the November 3, 2011 Town Board meeting.

· Sustainability Committee-request letter of support for NYSERDA $1M Planning Grant
John Maddocks, Chair Sustainability Task Force Committee, is asking for a support letter for the NYSERDA $1M Planning Grant application.  The letter would indicate Pound Ridge’s support for the Mid Hudson Regional Sustainability Consortium, led by Orange County and the Town of Greenburgh in identifying priority strategies for the region.

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes Supervisor Warshauer to sign the letter of support for the Mid Hudson Regional Sustainability Consortium, led by Orange County and the Town of Greenburgh.

· Winterbottom Lane Emergency Bridge repair-review and award bids
Dick Lyman received quotes from Artie Clark, Duff Price and Palazzo Associates for the emergency work that needs to be done on the Winterbottom Lane Bridge.  Kellard Sessions Consulting, P.C. prepared plans and a scope of work required to rectify the Yellow Flag that was issued by the NYSDOT on the Winterbottom Lane culvert.  The Yellow Flag Report indicates “widespread and severe corrosion at or below the water line with up to 50% to 75% section loss at both faces” on Span 1 (the westernmost culvert).  The report also indicates that there are a few areas with 100% section loss (rusted through holes).   For the record, Councilman Lyman disclosed that he has done work with Palazzo Associates.  The following are the quotes received:
A.C. & S. Excavating Contractors, Inc.  - $78,250.00

Palazzo Associates - $38,100  

Duff Price Excavating, LLC  - $116,920.00

RESOLUTION #:  160-11

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby awards the bid to Palazzo Associates as the lowest bid to do the emergency work that needs to be done on the Winterbottom Lane bridge/culvert in the amount of thirty-eight thousand one hundred dollars ($38,100).  This will satisfy the NYSDOT alert to fix it. This will be a Capital expense and the money will be transferred from Contingency.  
· Community Center/Pool House
Some discussion took place regarding renovating the existing pool house and snack bar complex.  There are certain handicap requirements in the code today which have to be taken into consideration with the renovation of the building.  This will be an on going discussion.  

· Lions Club – request to dispose of building materials
The Lions Club recently built a shed in Lions Park and is requesting permission to dispose of the extra building materials at our Town recycling center free of charge.

· Garden Club – requesting use of chairs for holiday show

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes the Garden Club to use a number of chairs from Conant Hall for their Holiday show.  The chairs will be delivered and picked up by our maintenance department.  The Town has a Hold Harmless Certificate from the Garden Club.
