Acknowledge/correct/accept minutes of Town Board Meeting held on February 9, 2012

This will be done at the March 8, 2012 Town Board meeting.
Items for Decision:

· MS4 catch-basin mapping- Authorize Supervisor to negotiate and sign consultant agreement.
The Town Board has a proposal from Evans Associates for professional services relative to fulfillment of the Town’s responsibilities under the NYS DEC MS-4 permit.  This would locate the storm water catch basins and all drainage outfalls located in Pound Ridge on both State and local roads. The estimated cost is between $12,000 and $17,000.  This would come out of our environmental service line and a transfer would come out of the contingency line as needed.  The retainer for this agreement and service will be $3,500.00. Supervisor Warshauer is asking for authorization to execute this agreement.  Councilman Lyman mentioned that there may be an addendum to this proposal because the police are requesting adding all driveway locations to the data collected.  The GPS points will be labeled with the 911 address.  Beth Evans will check to see if she is able to handle this simultaneously.  She won’t know until tomorrow if that is possible.

Board Action:  Motion by Councilman Lyman, seconded by Councilman Falco, all voting aye on the following:
RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes Supervisor Warshauer to execute the agreement with Evans Associates for the MS-4 storm water mapping regulations.  The cost will be between $12,000 and $17,000 with $10,000 coming out of the environmental protection line A8030.410 and the remainder coming out of contingency A1990.400 as needed.

· Maintenance Dept. –review/award 2012 electrical and plumbing bids

· Donation of old Senior Bus to the Fire Department

· Conservation Board- request to add E-Waste Collection at the Recycling Center

The Conservation Board will give a memo to the Town Board with their recommendations for a specific provider for E-Waste disposal.

· Sustainability Task Force-request to adopt Energize Pound Ridge resolution

This will be put on a future Work Session agenda.

Other Discussion:

· Housing Board – proposed zoning amendments to Section 113-57 Standards for Multi-Family Housing; Section 113-39 Accessory Apartments  
In compliance with the Housing settlement, the Town Board and Housing Board have looked into amending our ordinance to include multi-family housing.  We will advance this discussion to our next Work Session because we don’t have a full Town Board today.  
· Model Fair and Affordable Housing Ordinance
The Town Board has to adopt a Fair and Affordable Housing Ordinance and this will also be discussed at our next Work Session.
· Community Center/Pool House
Councilman Lyman reported that the tear out part of the renovation is complete except for the cut through from the bathroom area to the dressing room area.  James Best is getting all the details ready for Building Inspector Jim Perry to review.  Selection of materials and colors are next.  The Recreation Commission will also be involved in the decisions.
· Board and Commission Vacancies (Recreation Commission, Landmarks and Historic Districts Commission, Open Space Acquisitions Committee, Board of Ethics and Telecommunication Committee)
· Pound Ridge Partnership request for a “Pocket Park” in Scotts Corners
Susan Grissam representing the Pound Ridge Partnership and Louis Fusco, the landscape architect, spoke about the “pocket park” they are proposing between two buildings in Scotts Corners.  Unfortunately, the Town does not have a definitive map or survey for the west side of the parking district to see if that strip of land is in the Parking District or privately owned.  Counsel suggested getting a map from Westchester County Clerk’s office.  
The Planning Department would have to be involved regarding any changes of use that is proposed in the Business District.  The request would first go before the Town Board acting as Parking District Commissioners and then they would refer it to the Planning Board for their recommendation and site plan review.  The Pound Ridge Partnership is aiming to have this park completed for May 20, 2012 when they plan to have their Pride Day.  The Partnership has some money for this project and they will depend on fundraisers and volunteer work to complete the project.  There is a question as to who would maintain this property and where does the liability lie.  The Town is barred from spending tax dollars on private property, so it must be determined who owns this property before the Town gets involved.  James Best and Dennis Mele are two residents who are working on getting this project off the ground and will look into obtaining the maps or surveys from Westchester County to see who owns the property.  
Supervisor Warshauer suggested that the Partnership give a memo to the Town Board officially requesting this project and then the Town Board can refer it to the Planning Board.  It can be put on the March 8, 2012 Town Board agenda for further discussion and decision.  
· Consider establishing a Home Heating Oil program, similar to the one in the Town of Cortlandt
This will be discussed when Councilman Paschkes is present.  
There being no further business, Supervisor Warshauer adjourned the meeting at 9:15 a.m.
