Filming Permit for Photo Shoot

A request was brought to the Town Board for a filming permit to do a one day photo shoot at a resident’s home.  John Hutchinson, location man, explained to the Town Board that it will be a one day still photo shoot at one of two residences homes in Pound Ridge.  Ninety-five percent of the shoot will take place in the kitchen and five percent may take place in the backyard.  There will be normal camera equipment with no big lights.  They are following the process outlined in our ordinance and will also contact surrounding neighbors notifying them of the photo shoot.  Some letters of approval have been accepted.  The vehicles will consist of a small cube truck, a cargo van, a motor home for the actress, a catering van and a few personal vehicles.  All will be parked on private property and will have no impact on the neighbors.  Chief Ryan has spoken at length with Mr. Hutchinson and feels comfortable with the scope of the photo shoot.  Chief Ryan will periodically stop by the site to make sure they haven’t varied from the scope.  The two residents were at the meeting and both voiced that they have the same concerns as the Town Board and have no intention of deviating from the proposed scope of the shoot.  
RESOLUTION #:  97-13

Board Action:  Motion by Councilwoman Boak, seconded by Councilman Paschkes, the Board polled and the motion passed 4-1 with Councilman Lyman voting nay given the Town has not amended the ordinance, on the following:
RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes the film permit be given to Science + Fiction production company subject to properly filing the film permit application with the Town Clerk.

Joseph Hammer, Attorney for Grace Property Holdings, LLC, 365 Lukes Wood Road, and Roy Medile, Controller for Grace Property Holdings, LLC, came to the Town Board to ask them to reconsider passing the resolution the Town Board intends to pass limiting the weight of the construction trucks that will pass through Pound Ridge roads to get to the Grace Church project in New Canaan, CT.  Mr. Hammer explained that Grace Church Property Holdings, LLC is committed to repair any damage to Puddin Hill Road between Route 123 and Lukes Wood Road caused by construction truck traffic associated with the above referenced project.  Mr. Hammer will contact Highway Superintendent Vinnie Duffield and the Highway Superintendent of Lewisboro as well to keep them in the loop and follow a path that they are both comfortable with.  Any damage, obvious or hidden, would be their responsibility to take care of.  They are respectfully suggesting our Town Board rethink the need for a resolution to restrict the weight limit for the truck traffic.  
The Town Board broke for Executive Session at 6:10 p.m. for a legal matter.

3. Discuss Agenda Items for April 11th  Town Board Meeting, which tentatively include the following items:
· Schedule a Public Hearing to consider adoption of a Local Law entitled “Local Law Pertaining to the Inclusion of Fair and Affordable Housing in the Zoning Chapter of the Town Code”, as required by the Westchester County Housing Settlement Agreement and recommended by the Planning Board.

David Stolman, F.P. Clark Associates, tweaked the language of the model ordinance for Fair and Affordable Housing based on the discussion and recommendation at the last Planning Board meeting.  It amends the Town’s Zoning Law in connection with the Westchester County Affordable Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing Units Model Ordinance. This will be on the April 11th agenda for discussion and possible schedule a Public Hearing for May.  Supervisor Warshauer has sent this to Westchester County for their comments.  We have to receive Westchester County’s comments before we can adopt the law.  
Councilman Lyman asked about the amount of rent to be charged for the “affordable units”.  The way he read the ordinance, the rent would also include the cost of utilities.  The utilities would fluctuate and how does this affect the rent amount.  Would you have to charge a lower rent to include the utility costs?  Supervisor Warshauer thought there were guidelines regarding the rent which would give you the option to include utilities or not to include utilities.  

Counsel Sullivan asked who would make the environmental findings in the negative declaration.  Supervisor Warshauer said that the Town Board has the responsibility of doing the SEQRA review and make the determination of the environmental findings related to the ordinance. We have to make a SEQRA determination in order to modify the zoning.  
Councilman Paschkes mentioned the next step would be to modify or replace the “senior housing zone” with a new “multi-family zone”.  That is another discussion to have to address the bulk of the issues raised in the Westchester County letter.  
Supervisor Warshauer said that the Town Board will hold a Work Session on May 2, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. prior to the regular Town Board meeting at 8:00 pm. to discuss the 3/21/13 letter from the Federal Monitor, regarding the Housing Settlement Agreement.
