NEW BUSINESS:
· Lions Club Presentation

Through the generosity of the Pound Ridge Lions Club, the Town now has a functioning hearing loop system installed in the living room to help the hearing impaired.  Jack Weber gave a brief speech about the work that the Lions have always done with the sight impaired and how in 1971, they started to help the hearing impaired as well.
Vivian Falco, Lions member, spoke about the hearing loop and how it helps the hearing impaired to block out the ambient background noise.  Two headsets were also donated by the Lions and one is for the person who has a hearing aid without the coil needed to hear with the loop system and one with headphones is for the person who does not have a hearing aid.    
Elaine Smith, Lions member, spoke personally about her hearing problems and encourages everyone to speak clearly and pronounce their words clearly to help the hearing impaired.  She has very little hearing but can read lips and asked that people avoid covering their mouths when speaking.  

Supervisor Lyman thanked the Lions Club for all they do and for their generous gift to the Town.  
· Drug Abuse – Patricia Warble discussion of 2013 annual report
Patricia Warble, LMSW, CPP, Westchester Coalition for Drug and Alcohol Free Youth, gave an annual report to the Town Board on substance abuse.  The programs she spoke about are as follows:
1. Family U Workshop Series that has been extremely effective for parents and middle/high school students.  The workshops address issues that can be continued at home.  
2. Mandatory Prom Meetings for parents and students to attend.  They are shown skits of various scenarios that might occur on prom night including alcohol poisoning, driving after drinking and other issues related to substance use.  

3. Positive Parenting workshops for the parents of middle/high school teens.

Ms. Warble also gave out pamphlets and information that have been sent out to the local school districts.  She thanked us for our financial support for the DAPC. Supervisor Lyman thanked Ms. Warble for all she does reaching out to the community on substance abuse.
· Police Department -Deer Management Plan 
Jon Powers, Committee member, gave a brief synopsis of the existing Plan that has just completed its 8th year of operation. Jon Powers mentioned that safety and the environment is our primary concern with the program and the program should be called the Forest Regeneration Committee. As we continue with the program, it is necessary to get reliable information to determine the deer density in Pound Ridge. Chief Ryan was asked for statistics on deer culled/car-vs-deer MVA data.  A chart showed a rise and fall in the deer culled graph and a decline in car-vs-deer from 2006-2013.  Car deer collisions are down possibly because of deer management.  There was an average of three deer taken per hunter in 2013. The County is working with us as deer managers to cull this herd.  The economic impact is almost nil.  Our cost per deer is under $4.00.  The Town utilizes hunters who adjust their hunting patterns according to the deer movement and browsing pattern changes.

Chief Ryan said that there are designated areas that are hunted, but Horseshoe Hill area has not been hunted in the past two years.  They are monitoring that area to see if there is any recovery with the understory.  It would be a perfect spot for a small exclosure.  Chief Ryan said once again that our hunters are deer managers and they assist us at no cost in continuing our efforts to economically reduce the deer herd size and return our environment to a more balanced ecosystem.  
Councilman Paschkes questioned why there isn’t a greater recovery with the understory on Horseshoe Hill if the deer aren’t grazing there.  He would like to know the more scientific basis for monitoring the efficacy of the program.  Chief Ryan responded by saying it is all addressed in the report.  This happens over time.  It may take 15-20 years to show the true results.  
Supervisor Lyman mentioned that there was an article in Time Magazine in early January or late December, that this is not a Northeast problem but a national problem.  This prompted Supervisor Lyman to ask for the car-deer statistics as the article suggested that in the State of Michigan, which also has a deer management program, it had been noticed that there had been a dramatic drop in care vs. deer collisions since the inception of the program.  The numbers show a similar type drop in Pound Ridge, suggesting there might well be a correlation. It is also not strictly a United States problem as in the U.K. they are having a similar type over population issue with red deer.
John Baker, director of Conservation for Westchester County Parks, reported that in 2008 a report came out that the amount of deer in Ward Pound Ridge was 65 deer per square mile and it should be between 10-15 deer per square mile.  With the deer management programs being done in Westchester County Parks, and the continuous research, in 2014 there are now estimated to be 44 deer per square mile.  The Mianus River Gorge organization does a phenomenal job of research for forest regeneration as well.  
Gail Jankus, Chair of Pound Ridge’s Conservation Board, said that hunting has been going on in Pound Ridge for a very long time, not just a deer management program.  She complemented Chief Ryan for the excellent job he does with the program.  
Some recommendations from the Deer Management Committee are as follows:

1. Review the data collected by our DMAP partners to understand any level of regeneration to any degree and for whatever period it may occur.
2. Continue to work with all regional DMAP programs so that we are collecting, sharing and analyzing the same data.  In addition, we should look to the largest entity, Westchester County, as the collection point for all data collected to share and analyze that data and assist us in our planning as we move forward.  
3. Consolidate the Richards preserve, Armstrong preserve and DEP property.  This remains a large un-hunted and publicly owned land where large numbers of deer populate.
4. Require hunters on privately owned properties in Pound Ridge to report takes not only to DEC but to the Police Department as well.  It was suggested that we should look into passing a local law on either the town or county level to require very specific reporting by hunters in Westchester County requiring accurate information on any deer taken in the County borders in any way (accidents, DMAP programs, private hunters, sharpshooters, fertility control).

· Discussion of E-Waste – price list

Billy Schelling, Recycling Coordinator, received prices to dispose of TV’s and CRT’s.  The cost would be $.25/lb.  Examples of TV size and disposal cost to the Town are as follows:

13” = 20 lbs. and that would cost $5.00

20” = 40 lbs. and that would cost $10.00

27” = 70 lbs. and that would cost $17.50

Any thing bigger than 27” = TBD

Using those figures, the Town will have to determine what they will charge residents to dispose of their TV’s and CRT’s at the Town’s recycling facility.
